The 5 W's of Newspaper Writing

When writing a newspaper article, it's important to answer the following questions:

1. Who?

¢ |dentify the people involved in the news story.

* Example: Who was affected by the event or incident?
2. What?

* Describe what happened in the event.

¢ Example: What was the main event that took place?
3. Where?

¢ State where the event occurred.

* Example: Where did the incident happen?
4. When?

* Mention when the event happened.

* Example: When did it take place?
5. Why?

* Explain why the event is important or happened.

¢ Example: Why is this newsworthy?
