Make this as practical and as fun as possible.
Please work on the following skills with your child:
Literacy

*Hold a pencil correctly, following information given previously.

*Draw with meaning – a person including a head (facial features), body (arms & legs).

*Write your first name independently (using paint, chalk, foam, etc).

*Sing nursery rhymes regularly.

*Share a book regularly with your child, encouraging him/her to hold it the correct way.

*To hear initial sounds – adult say the word & child to identify the first sound eg 

Adult – ‘mouse’ Child – ‘m’

*To segment words – the adult will say eg sun and the child will say s-u-n.

Maths
Work on the non negotiables — by the end of nursery children are expected to complete the following skills.

 
	Recite numbers in order to 10.

	Count up to 10 objects in a group.

	Represent numbers using fingers.

	Recognise written numerals to 10.

	Match a number and quantity correctly.

	Compare 2 groups of objects.

	Count movements e.g jumps, stamps, claps.


*Spot numbers in the environment – 1 to 10.

*Talk about the shapes you can see, encouraging correct terminology eg circle.

*Build using play blocks, talking about the shapes that have been used eg round, long.
*Play positional games eg stand behind the chair.

*Set a table, counting knives and forks.

Physical
*Getting dressed and undressed independently.

*Fasten own coat.

*Use a knife and fork.

*Manage own toilet needs independently.

Other activities
*Baking and making – healthy food and snacks (please take a photo of what you have created).

*Take a photo of your child playing imaginatively and record their speech (write down exactly what they say in their own words). Please return the photo and the spoken words together.
