The progress of children with SEND is reviewed half termly. Teacher assessments are analysed along with any intervention data available. This information is reported to parents during reviews.
· Attendance for pupils at SEND support is 92.4% 

· Overall attendance for pupils without SEND is 95.5% 

· 4 SEN pupils from EYFS –KS2 have less than 90% attendance 

· All SEND pupils have targets set on their individual provision maps. These are reviewed termly in a formal review meeting with the SENDCo or at Parents’ evening. The outcome of bespoke and recommended interventions ae recorded on these maps.

·  The deployment of staff is regularly reviewed to ensure that the support and staff expertise is matched to the need in the year group, ensuring the maximum impact and progress for SEND pupils.

· One Member of staff has attended courses delivered by Eeast supporting SEND in EYFS

· All staff have had updated safeguarding training
